1) Un-hitch the prime mover from the trailer. Inspections can not be done while the unit 

is hitched.

Demonstrate the use of the Jost GN-IM-147 Fifth Wheel Adjustment gauge. 
 
In most cases the prime mover and trailer are separated for service requirements. 
Adjustment can however only be done using a kingpin within allowable wear limits.  
 
To solve the separation problem the Jost GN-IM-147 adjustment gauge can be used. 
This gauge allows you to do the adjustment on the fifth wheel without having to move 
any vehicles in the workshop. This is especially helpful on interlink/superlink 
combinations where the fifth wheel on the leading trailer is mostly neglected even 
though it works twice as hard as the fifth wheel fitted on the Prime mover.  
 

1) Un-hitch the prime mover from the semi-trailer. Inspections cannot be done 
while the unit is hitched. 

2) Inspect the fifth wheel, top plate, bolts nuts and washers, pedestals, safety 
latch and locking mechanism.
